Concordia 115 at UM-Morris 108 OT - Game Recap


    MORRIS-- Concordia and UM-Morris gave the fans at the UM-Morris P.E. Center an early holiday treat as they combined for 223 points in the Cobbers' 115-108 victory in overtime. The offensive outburst included 97 points in the second half and a walloping 35 in the five-minute overtime period. 


    The 223 combined points breaks a school record for the Cobbers for most combined points in a single game. The previous record was 120 points set in a game in 1995 when Concordia beat Macalester 122-98. The Cobbers' team total of 115 points is the second-highest score by a Cobber men's team in the history of the program. 


    The game was a ragged affair as the two teams combined for 62 fouls, 81 free throws and 43 turnovers. In addition, four players, two from each team, fouled out of the contest. Concordia went 35-for-41 (77.8%) from the free throw line and broke a school record for most made free throws in a single game. The previous record was 31 set back in January against Macalester.  


    The game was a complete 180-degree turnaround from Concordia's 53-52 loss at St. Olaf on Saturday. In that game, the Cobbers scored only 16 points in the second half and shot a paltry 38.9% (7-for-18) from the free throw line. Against UM-Morris, Concordia torched the scoreboard for 45 points in the second half and shot 77.8% from the charity stripe. Overall, the Cobbers had their best shooting performance of the year as they went 36-of-56 (64.3%) from the floor and 8-of-15 (53.3%) from 3-point range.  


     Keith Eckhoff had another monster night for the Cobbers. He topped his opening game total of 33 points by breaking free for a career-high 38 points. He went 9-of-11 (81.8%) from the floor, 5-of-7 (71.4%) from 3-point range and 15-of-17 (88.2%) from the free throw line. Just for good measure, he also came away with a game-high, and career-high, six steals. 


    Four other Cobbers scored at least 12 points. Luke Linz and Ryan Templeton had career-highs in points. Linz totaled 18 points and went 6-of-8 from the floor, while Templeton added 15 points and was 5-of-7 from the field. Soren Nelson chipped in 13 points, and Jason Miller contributed 12 points and a game-high nine rebounds before leaving the game with 2:00 left in overtime after receiving his fifth foul.  


    The statistical area that made the difference for the Cobbers was rebounding and the ensuing point production. Concordia outrebounded UM-Morris 36-24. The Cobbers used those 36 rebounds, 10 on the offensive end, to come away with 17 second-chance points. UM-Morris could only convert their nine offensive rebounds into five second-chance points.

LAST YEAR: Last year the Scots won all three games between the two schools. They took the two regular season games 78-68 and 86-75, and then prevailed in the MIAC Tournament semifinal match-up 79-65.  In the first game, played in Moorhead, the Cobbers could never climb back from a nine-point halftime deficit and lost by 10. In St. Paul, the Cobbers were outscored 17-7 in the final 5:13 and lost by 11. Finally, in the playoff game the Cobbers tied the game midway through the second half, and then watched as the Scots went on a 16-7 run in the next seven minutes to pull away and finish with the 14-point victory.


SERIES HISTORY: Concordia has dropped eight of the last nine games against Macalester. The lone win during that stretch was on February 1, 2003 when the Cobbers won 87-74 at home. The Scots have also taken 12 of the last 15 games in the series - dating back to the 1997-98 season. Before that string, Concordia had won 12 consecutive games…Scots head coach Kurt Kietzer holds a 12-3 advantage over Cobber coach Duane Siverson…in the past 14 years Macalester is 6-8 in Memorial Auditorium.

Time to Get Serious


The presents have been unwrapped, the confetti has been thrown and the ball has been dropped on another calendar year – now the fun really begins. The Cobbers have officially entered the meat and potatoes section of their schedule. They will have two key games at home this week before playing two straight on the road. This week’s games will go a long way in determining where the Cobbers will finish this season. Tonight, Concordia will face Macalester and then on Wednesday they will face off against Carleton. Both teams figure to be in the playoff hunt at the end of the year so it will be important for Duane Siverson’s crew to get off on the right foot in 2005. Last year Concordia won six of their first seven games in the calendar year and placed themselves securely in the playoff picture. 


The Only Thing Missing Was Magic Johnson


In Concordia’s final game of 2004, the Cobbers beat UM-Morris 115-108 in an NBA All-Star-like performance. The two teams combined for 223 points, which set a Concordia school record for most combined points in a single game. The contest also featured two players who reached the 30-point scoring mark. Concordia’s Keith Eckhoff played the part of Magic in the game as he scored a game-high 38 points and went 9-of-11 from the floor and 5-of-7 from 3-point range. He was also 15-of-17 from the free throw line. His 38 points were the most points scored by a Cobber in a single game since Daimen Crump put up 39 points in the 1995-96 season.�Living The High Life�Concordia junior post player Jason Miller is starting to come into his own as a scoring threat for the Cobbers. He has scored in double figures in three of the team’s last four games, and is currently second on the team in scoring with a 10.6 points per game average. That mark is up from last year’s 7.1 ppg average. His season-high in points came against Gustavus when he scored a team-high 16 points. He is also third on the team in rebounding and third in minutes played. He is coming off a 12-point, 9-rebound performance against UM-Morris. His nine rebounds were a game high.       





THE INSIDE SCOOP


MACALESTER COLLEGE (2-2 MIAC/3-6)


Wake Me When We Get Home�Macalester has played seven of their first nine games this season on the road, and only have one win to show for all their travel time. The Scots are a perfect 2-0 at home and a dismal 1-6 away from the friendly confines of Macalester Gymnasium. The good news for the Scots is that their two home wins came against conference opponents. The bad news is that they have lost their last four away games including a pair to conference rivals Bethel and St. Thomas.  Macalester played out a similar story line last season, as they struggled to post a 7-6 record on the road but were a tough 11-3 at home. In the past five years they are a combined 27-37. �Action Jackson�The Scots are led by senior guard Erik Jackson. He was named to the MIAC All-Conference Team last year while averaging 13.3 points and nearly four assists per game. He shot 41% from three-point range and 86% from the free throw line in 2003-04. This season he is averaging 15.8 points per game and is shooting 42.9% from behind the arc. He has led the team in scoring in three of the team’s first nine games, and has scored in double digits in eight of the team’s nine games. His highwater mark came against Northwestern when he chalked up 30 points. Tonight’s Key Match-Up�The key for the Cobbers tonight will be their defense against Macalester’s streaky shooters. When the Scots get open looks from the field, they are very tough to beat and can put up big numbers. They are currently third in the MIAC in field goal percentage and third in 3-point shots made. Concordia has had a hard time limiting opposing teams’ shot selection, as they rank 10th in the MIAC in field goal percentage defense. The biggest stat for the Scots is their field goal pct. In their three wins this season, they are shooting 51.5% from the field. In their six losses, they are toiling away at 38.6%. In their last two losses (vs. St. Thomas and UW-Stout), they shot 29.2% from the floor, while in their last two wins they shot 53.2%

Duane Siverson has been the


Running Cobber men's 


basketball head coach since 


1991. He has a 313-211 career 


coaching record, which makes 


him the all-time winningest 


basketball coach in school history.  





In his 13 years as the Cobber men's head coach he has already put together three of the four winningest seasons in Cobber history. His 1994-95 team went 18-7 (matching the second best win total in school history). 





Last year, the 2003-04 squad made the conference playoffs for the second time in the last four years. The team finished the year with an 18-8 overall mark and a 14-6 record in conference play. Both win totals were in the top five in school history. As a team, Concordia finished the '03-'04 campaign by being ranked in the top ten in Division III in field goal percentage, free throw percentage and 3-point field goal percentage - a first in Cobber men's basketball history.  





He served as an assistant coach for the Running Cobbers from 1978-1984, during which time the Cobbers captured two MIAC titles. In 1984 Siverson took over as head coach of the Cobber women's program and guided them to four MIAC titles, the 1988 NCAA Division III National Championship and seven NCAA tournament appearances. He was NCAA Division III National Coach of the Year in 1988. He became head coach of the Running Cobber program in 1991.  





Siverson was raised in Casselton, ND, and later moved to Spokane, WA, where he graduated from high school. He received his B.A. degree from Yankton College in 1978 and earned honors for both academic and athletic achievements.  





He and his wife Bonnie, and their two sons, Tyler and Jordan, live in south Moorhead.

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Concordia Men’s Basketball Preview


    The saying goes that you can attract more flies with honey than vinegar. And after last year’s “sweet” season, where the Cobber men’s basketball team finished third in the regular season and advanced to the MIAC semifinals, Concordia head coach Duane Siverson was able to attract a quality group of first-year fliers to go along with his swarm of top-notch returning players. The 2004-05 roster features eight freshmen on the team, the most in program history. 


    The biggest buzz for the Cobbers in 2004-05 will be made underneath the basket. Concordia returns 2003-04 MIAC All-Conference forward Soren Nelson. Nelson led the team in rebounding (5.4 rpg)and was second  in scoring last season (14.3 ppg). He was 13th in the conference in scoring in league games. He also finished 12th in the MIAC in rebounding, 11th in free throw percentage (79.5%) and sixth in blocked shots (20). His ability to score inside and then step outside and hit the open 3-point jumper makes him a tough player to guard for any opposing team.  


    Suddenly pushed into the fray of giving Concordia an inside presence will be Jason Miller and a pair of highly touted freshmen. Last year Miller came on at the end of the season and helped the Cobbers playoff run. He led the team in field goal percentage (.583) last year, and has the ability to post big numbers on any given night. 


    The two “diaper dandies” for Concordia’s frontline are E.J. Adams and Luke Linz. At 6-7, Adams has the raw talent to make an impact immediately. Linz is a 6-6 forward/center whose quickness and athletic ability will help him get quality shots inside.  


    Along the perimeter, Concordia will rely on the sharp-shooting of Keith Eckhoff to replace the scoring chasm left by graduated 3-point artist Josh Downey. Eckoff has the pedigree to take over the team’s torch as long-range gunner. He led the team in 3-point field goal percentage last season by connecting on over 55% of his shots from behind the arc. He was used as the team’s “sixth” man last year, but his insertion into the starting lineup, and tireless work ethic, will help him get more looks at the basket and push his 11.8 scoring average from 2003-04 even higher.     


    Another key for Siverson’s swarm this season will be finding a pair of guards who can run the offense, not turn the ball over in pressure situations and take some of the scoring onus off of Nelson and Eckoff. The leading candidates to step into those positions are sophomore David Whartnaby and freshmen Anthony Boike and Eric Meichsner. Whartnaby spent 2003-04 studying overseas and did not play for the Cobbers. His year of maturity and familiarity with the Concordia system will aid him in helping control the tempo of play and running the Cobber offense. Boike and Meichsner have each shown signs of being ready to handle the tough perimeter defenses in the MIAC. Both players come to Concordia with an outstanding background in running high-level offenses.

Coach Kietzer is in his eighth season at the helm of the Macalester Men's Basketball team, with the Scots having made tremendous strides during his first seven years.  Employing Kietzer's philosophy of pressure defense and uptempo offense, the team has climbed steadily up the Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (MIAC) standings. The 2003-04 18-9 record was the best at Macalester in two decades and resulted in a second-place MIAC finish.   Under Coach Kietzer's leadership, the Scots hope to continue their push toward the top of the conference this season.





Kietzer was a standout player at the University of St. Thomas, and remains the career scoring average leader there (19. 0 ppg.).  A two-year All-MIAC and Academic All-Conference selection, he was also named MIAC Player of the Year in 1988.  After graduating with a B.A. in History, Kietzer played professionally in Denmark for two years, where he also served as assistant coach for the Danish Junior National Team.  He was the Head Boys Basketball Coach at Bemidji High School (Bemidji, Minn.) before coming to Macalester.

Despite the graduation of Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (MIAC) Player of the Year Ben Van Thorre and first team All-MIAC selection Chris Assel, the Scots are optimistic that they will once again be among the league’s best teams under eighth-year head coach Curt Kietzer after going 18-9 and finishing second in a league last winter.





One big reason for this optimism is the return of point guard Erik Jackson (Sr., Evergreen, Colo. / Evergreen) for his final season. An All-MIAC selection as a junior, Jackson averaged 13.3 points and nearly four assists per game while shooting 41% from three-point range and 86% from the free throw line. Also returning for the Scots are Wes McFarland (Sr., Arden Hills, Minn. / Mounds View), Will Moeller (Sr., New Ulm, Minn. /Cathedral), Chris Dwyer (Sr., Milwaukee, Wis. / Marquette) and


Lars Johnson (So., St. Cloud, Minn. / Tech), all of whom saw significant action off the bench for the Scots last season. Returning starter Brendan Bosman (Jr., Minneapolis, Minn. / Southwest) is studying abroad fall semester and will join the Scots after Christmas. Heading the list of newcomers is Tom Conboy (Fy., Chanhassen, Minn. / Minnetonka), an all-state selection who led the metro area in scoring last year as a high school senior. The Scots also expect significant contribution from Brad Liddell (So., Crystal Lake, Ill . / Central), a transfer from Illinois Wesleyan University. “Our guys have pride, though, but this is what we’ve earned so far. MSU won one game last year. We need to go out and earn our place. No one gives you anything, you have to go out and fight. We will concentrate on the now. Championship teams earn the right to be champions. We want to go out and restore our tradition.”
