Concordia 77 vs. Macalester 68 - Game Recap


Concordia broke open a one-point halftime deficit by going on a 17-8 run late in the second half and claimed a 77-68 win over Macalester. The victory snaps a three-game losing streak at the hands of the Scots and is only the Cobbers second win in ten tries against Macalester. 


The crucial win for the Cobbers improves their MIAC record to 2-3 and overall mark to 4-5. The Scots fall back into a tie with Concordia as they see their conference record slide to 2-3. They are now 3-7 overall and have a 1-7 record on the road.


The inside-outside tandem of Soren Nelson (Sr., Twin Valley, Minn.) and Keith Eckhoff (Alexandria, Minn.) to be too much of for the Scot defense. Nelson used the first game of 2005 to return to his form from the 2003-04 season. He continually muscled his way to the basket from the low post and finished with 19 points. Eckhoff followed up his 38-point game against UM-Morris by scorching Macalester for a game-high 26 points. He shot 60% (6-of-10) from the floor but was an impressive 12-of-13 from the free throw line. In the past two games he has taken 30 free throws and has connected on 27 (90.0%). Jason Miller (Jr., Moorhead, Minn.) added 14 points and has now scored in double figures in four of the team's last five games. Luke Linz (Fr., Watkins, Minn.) put in solid minutes off the bench for Concordia. In 22 minutes of play, he hauled in a game-high 10 rebounds and finished with five points.  


Freshman Tommy Conboy paced the Scots with 19 points. Point guard Erik Jackson scored 13 points in the first half but was limited to a single field goal in the second half and finished with 15. He also had a team-high, five rebounds.  


The Cobbers held a decided edge in two statistical categories for the game. Concordia outrebounded Macalester 38-17 in the game, 22-6 in the second half alone, and shot 29 free throws as compared to only 14 for the Scots. Concordia converted on 26 of their 29 free throw attempts (89.7%), while Macalester made 8 of their 14 (57.1%) attempts from the line.

LAST YEAR: Last year Concordia swept the series, taking a one-point game in Northfield and then hammered the Knights by 21 in the rematch in Moorhead. In the first game, a 60-59 Cobber victory, Concordia erased a three-point halftime deficit to win at Carleton for only the second time in 18 seasons. Chris Wermerson paced the Cobbs, scoring 12 points and hauling down a team-high 10 rebounds. Tanner Schiek posted 24 points to go along with nine rebounds for the Knights. In the game played in Memorial Auditorium, the Cobbers shot 58.8% (10-for-17) from 3-point range, and led for the entire second half to come away with the 78-57 win. Josh Downey scored a game-high 23 points as he went 5-for-5 from behind the 3-point arc.     


SERIES HISTORY: Each team has swept the series in the past two seasons. Last year it was the year of the Cobbers, while in 2002-03, the Knights took both games. Concordia holds a slight 6-4 edge in the past 10 games. The two-game winning streak ties the longest winning string in the series since Concordia won eight straight from 1983 through 1987…The Cobbers have only squared off against the Knights 47 times in the series. That is the least number of games against any MIAC foe.

THE INSIDE SCOOP


CONCORDIA (2-3 MIAC/4-5)


2005 – THE YEAR OF THE COBBER?


Concordia is coming off their best performance of the season. On Monday, the Cobbers used a stellar second half to pull away from Macalester and win 77-68. It broke a three-game losing streak against Macalester, and was only the second win for the Cobbers in the last ten tries against the Scots. The best news for coach Duane Siverson  was that his big two stepped up and showed the potential that they have. The inside/outside tandem of Keith Eckhoff  and Soren Nelson took over the game and proved too much for the soft interior defense of the Scots. The pair scored 45 points and was a combined 17-of-19 from the free throw line. Concordia has now won two straight games and are starting to play with the poise and confidence they showed in 2003-04. 


PICK YOUR POISON


Eckhoff currently leads the MIAC in scoring, averaging 20.6 points per game. He has scored 64 points in the last two games. What makes Eckhoff so difficult for opposing defense is that he has the rare combination to beat people off the dribble and also has the talent to knock down the open jumper from anywhere on the court. The evidence for our claim comes from the fact that, besides leading the league in scoring, he is also third in 3-point field goal percentage and is second in free throws attempted. He often draws most of his offensive output when he gets fouled on his drive to the basket and ends up at the free throw line. This wouldn’t be a bad thing for Cobber foes if Eckhoff shot free throws like Shaq, but fortunately for the Cobbers he has the touch of Calvin Murphy. Eckhoff leads the MIAC in free throw percentage. He currently is shooting 81.5% from the free throw stripe and has made 27-of-30 in the last two games.�WALLY WORLD


One of the key factors in the Cobbers’ win over Macalester was the play of junior forward/guard Ryan “Wally” Templeton. Templeton got his first start of the season and used his calm demeanor to help Concordia break down the Macalester defense. He also scored nine clutch points and grabbed six rebounds.    �              





THE INSIDE SCOOP


CARLETON COLLEGE (3-1 MIAC/5-4)


THE MIAC – WE LOVE IT


Carleton owns a tepid 5-4 overall record this season, but has shined in the MIAC – posting a 3-1 mark. They are currently tied for second place in the conference and have won their last three games. The biggest win of that stretch came on Monday against Gustavus when they beat the defending MIAC champion 81-75. The Gusties were lucky to get the final score to within six, as the Knights at one time in the second half held a 20-point lead with just over 10 minutes to play in the game. The other two conference wins for the Knights came against  St. John’s and Hamline. Their lone loss was in their only home game of the season.�SAVING HIS BESTE FOR LAST�Carleton is led by senior forward Kyle Beste. Beste is second in the MIAC scoring, averaging 20.4 points per game. He is coming off a career-best performance. Against the Gusties he put up Keith Eckhoff-like numbers as he scored 31 points and went 13-of-18 from the free throw line. Besides leading the Knights in scoring, Beste is also first on the team in shots and free throws attempted. He is also second on the team in rebounding (5.9). Beste’s ability to create chances in close and scramble to get points has led him to becoming the 18th player in Carleton history to reach the 1,000-point milestone. He reached that mark in the Knights’ win over St. John’s. His 20.4 average is six points better than his previous season-best average. His play in his senior year is being noticed as he was named the MIAC Player of the Week on December 13.


MARQUEE MATCH-UP


It would be easy for the Gameday staff to use the top two scorers (Eckhoff vs. Beste) in the league for the marquee match-up. Instead, we will go with the Concordia ability to keep Carleton off of the free throw line. When the Knights have attempted 25 free throws in a game, they are 4-1. When held to under 20 free throw attempts, they are 0-2. In their last game, Carleton went 30-of-45 from the line, as opposed to 7-of-10 for the Gusties.

Duane Siverson has been the


Running Cobber men's 


basketball head coach since 


1991. He has a 313-211 career 


coaching record, which makes 


him the all-time winningest 


basketball coach in school history.  





In his 13 years as the Cobber men's head coach he has already put together three of the four winningest seasons in Cobber history. His 1994-95 team went 18-7 (matching the second best win total in school history). 





Last year, the 2003-04 squad made the conference playoffs for the second time in the last four years. The team finished the year with an 18-8 overall mark and a 14-6 record in conference play. Both win totals were in the top five in school history. As a team, Concordia finished the '03-'04 campaign by being ranked in the top ten in Division III in field goal percentage, free throw percentage and 3-point field goal percentage - a first in Cobber men's basketball history.  





He served as an assistant coach for the Running Cobbers from 1978-1984, during which time the Cobbers captured two MIAC titles. In 1984 Siverson took over as head coach of the Cobber women's program and guided them to four MIAC titles, the 1988 NCAA Division III National Championship and seven NCAA tournament appearances. He was NCAA Division III National Coach of the Year in 1988. He became head coach of the Running Cobber program in 1991.  





Siverson was raised in Casselton, ND, and later moved to Spokane, WA, where he graduated from high school. He received his B.A. degree from Yankton College in 1978 and earned honors for both academic and athletic achievements.  





He and his wife Bonnie, and their two sons, Tyler and Jordan, live in south Moorhead.

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Concordia Men’s Basketball Preview


    The saying goes that you can attract more flies with honey than vinegar. And after last year’s “sweet” season, where the Cobber men’s basketball team finished third in the regular season and advanced to the MIAC semifinals, Concordia head coach Duane Siverson was able to attract a quality group of first-year fliers to go along with his swarm of top-notch returning players. The 2004-05 roster features eight freshmen on the team, the most in program history. 


    The biggest buzz for the Cobbers in 2004-05 will be made underneath the basket. Concordia returns 2003-04 MIAC All-Conference forward Soren Nelson. Nelson led the team in rebounding (5.4 rpg)and was second  in scoring last season (14.3 ppg). He was 13th in the conference in scoring in league games. He also finished 12th in the MIAC in rebounding, 11th in free throw percentage (79.5%) and sixth in blocked shots (20). His ability to score inside and then step outside and hit the open 3-point jumper makes him a tough player to guard for any opposing team.  


    Suddenly pushed into the fray of giving Concordia an inside presence will be Jason Miller and a pair of highly touted freshman. Last year Miller came on at the end of the season and helped the Cobbers playoff run. He led the team in field goal percentage (.583) last year, and has the ability to post big numbers on any given night. 


    The two “diaper dandies” for Concordia’s frontline are A.J. Adams and Luke Linz. At 6-7, Adams has the raw talent to make an impact immediately. Linz is a 6-6 forward/center whose quickness and athletic ability will help him get quality shots inside.  


    Along the perimeter, Concordia will rely on the sharp-shooting of Keith Eckhoff to replace the scoring chasm left by graduated 3-point artist Josh Downey. Eckoff has the pedigree to take over the team’s torch as long-range gunner. He led the team in 3-point field goal percentage last season by connecting on over 55% of his shots from behind the arc. He was used as the team’s “sixth” man last year, but his insertion into the starting lineup, and tireless work ethic, will help him get more looks at the basket and push his 11.8 scoring average from 2003-04 even higher.     


    Another key for Siverson’s swarm this season will be finding a pair of guards who can run the offense, not turn the ball over in pressure situations and take some of the scoring onus off of Nelson and Eckoff. The leading candidates to step into those positions are sophomore David Whartnaby and freshmen Anthony Boike and Eric Meichsner. Whartnaby spent 2003-04 studying overseas and did not play for the Cobbers. His year of maturity and familiarity with the Concordia system will aid him in helping control the tempo of play and running the Cobber offense. Boike and Meichsner have each shown signs of being ready to handle the tough perimeter defenses in the MIAC. Both players come to Concordia with an outstanding background in running high-level offenses.

While the calendar may say it’s the 2004-05 season, a number of parallels exist for Carleton between the upcoming season and the previous. Last season, the Knights returned four starters but had questions beyond its top six players. This season, the Knights return four starters but have questions beyond that rotation. In 2003-04, the Knights had to deal with the graduation of a top scorer and leader in point guard Scott Christensen '03. This season, it’s the graduation of three-time All-MIAC and MIAC all-defensive team post Tanner Schieck '04 that leaves a hole in the Knights’ starting line-up. In 2003-04, the Knights made the MIAC Playoffs for the 11th time in the last 15 seasons, finishing fifth in the MIAC race. Despite the loss of Schieck, with four starters back the Knights figure to be in the thick of the MIAC Playoff chase again. Seniors and team captains Kyle Beste (St. Louis Park, Minn.) and Anthony Baquero (Rosemount, Minn.) will lead the Knights in this race. Beste seeks to return to his All-MIAC form of 2002-03, although his junior-season numbers were down only slightly to 12.3 points per game. Baquero, meanwhile, asserted himself as Carleton’s clutch shooter, hitting on an impressive 40.8 percent of his three-point attempts, including a school-record 5-of-5 against St. Olaf.  With Carleton’s experienced line-up, the team may find an edge over some others in being successful away from the home venue. With their experience, leadership and talent, the Knights hope to gain their 13th overall MIAC Playoff berth and advance once there. “I think the maturity and consistency of those players will drive us,” Kalland said. “Their goals are appropriate and are mostly centered around getting better and around the process. They bring such a love of the game and of their teammates and everything you would hope for in your seniors. They’re our best practice guys and they’re talented and they listen. We look for collective contributions from our senior class across the board.”
