The Cobbers were paced by Joe Bueckers and Josh Downey who scored 16 points apiece. Travis Jones had a game-high 18 points for Bethel. In the game played in Moorhead, Concordia was a perfect 25-of-25 from the free throw line and outscored Bethel 93-85. Keith Eckhoff scored 28 points and went 16-of-16 from the free throw line – making all 14 attempts in the second half. Four of the five Cobber starters scored in double figures. Once again, Travis Jones led Bethel in scoring. He notched 27 points and hit on five, 3-point shots.        


SERIES HISTORY: Before the Cobbers’ win last February Bethel had claimed five straight games in the series and 11 of the past 13…Concordia holds the longest winning string in the series. From 1993 to 1997, Concordia won seven straight games.

THE INSIDE SCOOP


CONCORDIA (3-4 MIAC/5-7)�THAT’S INCONCEIVABLE


In the past two conference games, Concordia has shot 67.4% and 63.8% from the field and is fortunate to be 1-1. Both games were decided in the final seconds of play and both games were decided by a single basket. To make matters even more confusing, in both games their opponents shot less than 49% from the field. The main difference in the games has been offensive rebounding and turnovers. Against Carleton, Concordia allowed 10 offensive rebounds and committed  20 turnovers (as compared to five and 10 for the Knights). In Wednesday’s game against Augsburg, the Cobbers committed 24 turnovers and gave up nine offensive rebounds (Augsburg only turned the ball over 10 times). Look for those two factors to play a big part in today’s game. 


ALL WE NEED IS AN OPEN LOOK�One other thing stands out about Concordia’s past two MIAC games that has led to the statistical oddity. The Cobbers shot 28 fewer shots than their opponents. Carleton put up 16 more shots from the field and Augsburg had a 12-shot advantage. That is not a good stat for the Cobbers to come out on the short end since Concordia leads the MIAC in field goal percentage. The Cobbers are shooting 53.3% from the field in their first seven league games. That is almost 30 percentage points ahead of second-place Gustavus. The Cobbers are shooting the ball so well from the field that they are currently ranked second in the nation in field goal percentage. They are also ranked second in the nation in 3-point field goal percentage (44.9%). The Gameday advice to the Cobbers: SHOOT THE ROCK!!�14 DAYS, 6 HOME GAMES, 1 FUTURE�Concordia will likely know their 2004-05 fortunes after the upcoming fortnight. The Cobbers will play seven games in 14 days – six at home. At the end of that stretch, Duane Siverson will know if they will be jockeying for home court advantage in the playoffs or cleaning off the clubs for spring break. Concordia will play a rare Saturday-Sunday doubleheader next weekend. On Saturday, Concordia will host St. John’s at 3:00pm, and will then turn around and host St. Mary’s on Sunday at 3:00pm.        





THE INSIDE SCOOP


BETHEL  (4-3 MIAC/9-3)


C’MON, WE’RE THE HOME TEAM HERE


Bethel has run into a little bit of a speed bump in their past two conference games. The Royals are coming off a pair of losses. Last Saturday they dropped a five-point decision to Gustavus, and then on Wednesday they lost to league-leading St. Thomas by 10. To pour lemon juice into the proverbial paper cut, both of the games were at home. Currently, Bethel has a better record on the road (4-1) than at home (5-2). �YOU CAN SHOOT, WE CAN SCORE�The Royals own the top scoring offense in the MIAC. They enter today’s game by averaging 79.3 points per game in league contests. Overall, they are averaging 85.0 points per game, which places them 12th on the DIII scoring charts. They are also leading the MIAC in scoring margin (15.5) and 3-point field goals made (10.0 per game). Nationally, they rank sixth in scoring margin and fifth in 3-point field goals made. 


T SQUARED


Bethel is led by the “T” and “T” tandem of Tim Gilbert and Travis Jones. Gillbert leads the Royals in scoring. He is averaging 17.2 points per game, which ranks him third in scoring in the conference behind Carleton’s Kyle Beste and the Cobbers’ Keith Eckhoff. Jones on the other hand is second on the team in scoring (16.8 ppg) and leads the team in rebounding (7.8 rpg). He also ranks seventh in the nation in blocked shots per game (3.0 bpg). The good news for the Cobbers is that they might not have to face one half of the potent “T” and “T” combo. Jones is listed as day-to-day because of a high ankle sprain. He did not play in Bethel’s 73-63 loss to St. Thomas. �MARQUEE MATCH-UP�It doesn’t take an advanced degree in Molecular Engineering to figure that the key to today’s game for the Cobbers lies in limiting Bethel’s point production from beyond the arc. Concordia ranks ninth in the league in 3-point field goal defense and the Royals lead the league in 3-point field goals made. This is such a no-brainer that even a Willmar High graduate could figure this one out!!! �

Duane Siverson has been the


Running Cobber men's 


basketball head coach since 


1991. He has a 313-211 career 


coaching record, which makes 


him the all-time winningest 


basketball coach in school history.  





In his 13 years as the Cobber men's head coach he has already put together three of the four winningest seasons in Cobber history. His 1994-95 team went 18-7 (matching the second best win total in school history). 





Last year, the 2003-04 squad made the conference playoffs for the second time in the last four years. The team finished the year with an 18-8 overall mark and a 14-6 record in conference play. Both win totals were in the top five in school history. As a team, Concordia finished the '03-'04 campaign by being ranked in the top ten in Division III in field goal percentage, free throw percentage and 3-point field goal percentage - a first in Cobber men's basketball history.  





He served as an assistant coach for the Running Cobbers from 1978-1984, during which time the Cobbers captured two MIAC titles. In 1984 Siverson took over as head coach of the Cobber women's program and guided them to four MIAC titles, the 1988 NCAA Division III National Championship and seven NCAA tournament appearances. He was NCAA Division III National Coach of the Year in 1988. He became head coach of the Running Cobber program in 1991.  





Siverson was raised in Casselton, ND, and later moved to Spokane, WA, where he graduated from high school. He received his B.A. degree from Yankton College in 1978 and earned honors for both academic and athletic achievements.  





He and his wife Bonnie, and their two sons, Tyler and Jordan, live in south Moorhead.

COBBER LAST GAME RECAP - Concordia 73  at Augsburg 76


MINNEAPOLIS-- For the second straight conference game Concordia tried to reach into their bag of last-second magic and cast a spell for a win. Unfortunately for the Cobbers, the bag was empty and Keith Eckhoff's 3-point shot in the waning seconds rattled off the rim instead of dropping down for the game-tying basket.





With the loss, Concordia drops out of a three-way tie for fifth place in the MIAC. The Cobbers are now 3-4 in the league and 5-7 overall. Augsburg vaults ahead of Concordia and climbs to 4-3 in the MIAC and 6-6 overall. 


  


 The difference in the game was the amount of shots each team attempted from the field and also at the free throw line. The Auggies were able to hoist up 59 shots from the field as compared to only 47 for the Cobbers. For the second straight game, Concordia was on the wrong end of the free throw attempt battle. In Saturday's non-conference loss at NDSU, the Bison held a 24-7 edge in free throws taken. Augsburg added a second chapter to Concordia's free throw woes. The Auggies doubled up the Cobbers in free throw attempts, carding a 20-10 advantage. In the past two games, Concordia's opponents have shot 27 more free throws. 





For the sixth straight game Keith Eckhoff (Jr., Alexandria, Minn.) led Concordia in scoring. The junior guard started slow by only putting five points on the board in the first half. Eckhoff finished the game with 18 points including seven of the team's final 12 points. The biggest surprise for Eckhoff in the game was his inability to get to the free throw line. Eckhoff entered the contest averaging seven free throws per game, hitting on six. Augsburg limited Eckhoff to only three free throw attempts. Eckhoff missed on all three attempts marking the first time in seven games that he has not made at least two free throws. 


 


Soren Nelson (Sr., Twin Valley, Minn.) continued his stretch of 15+ points in a game. Last year's All-MIAC forward has now scored at least 15 points in the last four games. Luke Linz (Watkins, Minn.) was the only other Cobber to factor in double figures in the game. The freshman scored 13 points and collected six rebounds. Mark Dixon (Jr., St. Paul, Minn.) led all players in rebounds with eight.

January 10 – Keith Eckhoff – CC


Keith Eckhoff (Alexandria, Minn./Jefferson HS) averaged 27.0 points per game in the Cobbers three games last week. His biggest contribution to Concordia's two league wins was against Carleton where he scored 36 points and hit the game-winning shot at the buzzer in overtime.  





For the week, Concordia went 2-1 with their only loss coming to NCAA Div. I opponent North Dakota State Univ. Eckhoff led the Cobbers to a pair of league wins which places the team right back in the MIAC playoff hunt. Eckhoff had game-high point totals in all three of the Cobbers' games during the week. On Monday, in Concordia's 77-68 win, Eckhoff scored 26 points and was 12-of-13 from the free throw line. In Wednesday's overtime thriller against the Knights, Eckhoff scored 36 points - including 15 of the team's 17 points in overtime. For the game he was 11-of-17 from the field, 5-of-6 from 3-point range and 9-of-10 from the free throw line. On Saturday against NDSU, Eckhoff scored 19 points. 





His three-game performance helped Eckhoff to the top of the MIAC scoring race. He also leads the league in 3-point field goal percentage and is second in free throw percentage.
