LAST YEAR: Last year the Cobbers swept the series, winning 79-71 at home and then hanging on for a 69-68 victory in Collegeville. In the first game, Concordia outscored St. John's 16-8 in the final 6:20 to pull away with the win. Josh Downey made 6-of-8 three-point field goals and scored a game-high 22 points. Pat McKenzie was the high scorer for the Johnnies. He had 20 points but was only 2-for-8 from 3-point range. In the second game, the Cobbers trailed 27-24 at halftime, but shot 68.2%(15-for-22) in the second half to outscore St. John's 45-41 and come away with the one-point win


SERIES HISTORY: Last season’s series sweep for the Cobbers broke a three-year dominance by St. John’s, which had the Johnnies winning all seven match-ups (the teams played three times in 2000-01). Before last season, the Johnnies had claimed 15 of the previous 16 games.

Concordia beat St. Mary’s yesterday, play the Johnnies tonight and then host Gustavus on Wednesday. They finish their four-game in seven-day spree with St. Olaf on Saturday. He is the all-time winningest coach in the history of Minnesota college basketball and has over 600 career wins. Duane Siverson has been the


Running Cobber men's 


basketball head coach since 


1991. He has a 313-211 career 


coaching record, which makes 


him the all-time winningest 


basketball coach in school history.  





In his 13 years as the Cobber men's head coach he has already put together three of the four winningest seasons in Cobber history. His 1994-95 team went 18-7 (matching the second best win total in school history). 





Last year, the 2003-04 squad made the conference playoffs for the second time in the last four years. The team finished the year with an 18-8 overall mark and a 14-6 record in conference play. Both win totals were in the top five in school history. As a team, Concordia finished the '03-'04 campaign by being ranked in the top ten in Division III in field goal percentage, free throw percentage and 3-point field goal percentage - a first in Cobber men's basketball history.  





He served as an assistant coach for the Running Cobbers from 1978-1984, during which time the Cobbers captured two MIAC titles. In 1984 Siverson took over as head coach of the Cobber women's program and guided them to four MIAC titles, the 1988 NCAA Division III National Championship and seven NCAA tournament appearances. He was NCAA Division III National Coach of the Year in 1988. He became head coach of the Running Cobber program in 1991.  





Siverson was raised in Casselton, ND, and later moved to Spokane, WA, where he graduated from high school. He received his B.A. degree from Yankton College in 1978 and earned honors for both academic and athletic achievements.  





He and his wife Bonnie, and their two sons, Tyler and Jordan, live in south Moorhead.

St. Mary’s 79 at Concordia 84 - Game Recap


MOORHEAD-- With 10 minutes to go in the game, Concordia led by 17 and everything seemed to be in place for the Cobbers to cruise to their fifth straight home victory. In the next seven minutes, St. Mary's crawled their way out of the abyss of a double-digit loss and cut the lead to four points with 2:54 left to play. Concordia then rallied to outscore the Cardinals 6-0 in the ensuing two minutes and hung on for an 84-79 win.  





The victory pushes Concordia into a three-way tie for fourth place in the MIAC. The Cobbers are now 6-5 in league play and an even 8-8 overall. Concordia will play two more games in the next three days as they cap a string of four games in seven days. The ever-improving Cardinals have their one-game win streak halted and drop to 2-9 in the conference and 3-13 overall.  





For the seventh time in the past nine games Concordia was led by Keith Eckhoff. The Big Easy poured in 24 points and added a game-high 10 rebounds to record his first double-double of the year. Eckhoff scored half of his points at the free throw line as he went 12-of-14 from the foul stripe. Concordia is now 4-0 in the MIAC when Eckhoff has attempted at least 10 foul shots. He was part of a quartet of Cobber players who all scored in double figures.  





Eckhoff's high-scoring partner in crime, Soren Nelson, finished with 12 points and went 7-of-8 from the line. He also solidified the middle of the Cobber defense and made one "highlight reel" block in the second half. Junior post player Jason Miller turned in his usual high shooting percentage from the field, double digit scoring outing. He went 5-of-7 from the floor and finished with 11 points. He currently leads the MIAC in field goal percentage (69.6%). Point guard Eric Meichsner broke loose with his highest point production of the season. Left alone by the sagging Cardinal defense, he scored 11 points and dished off five assists. Freshman Brock Citterman, playing in only his second game of the season, came off the bench to score seven points in 10 minutes of play.





The second half was chopped up by physical play and a boatload of free throw attempts. The two teams combined for 34 fouls and 51 foul shots. The Cardinals took 21 free throw shots in the final 20 minutes and converted on 16 attempts. They finished the game 19-of-25 (76.0%) from the line. The Cobbers shot an incredible 30 free throws in the second half, making 23. In the second half, Concordia converted on more free throw attempts (23) than they attempted field goals (19). The Cobbers also finished the game with more made free throws (33) than St. Mary's had free throw attempts. The 33 successful free throws is the second most in school history. The record of 35 made free throws in a single game was set against UM-Morris in December.

COLLEGEVILLE, Minn. – The Saint John’s University basketball team is expected to return four starters and six of its top seven scorers from last year’s team that finished 8-17 overall and 6-14 in the MIAC. SJU missed the MIAC playoffs for the first time since the 1998-99 season.


  


The Johnnies will rely heavily on junior post Paul Henrichs (Stetsonville, Wis.), who is a two-year starter and was named to the All-MIAC team and d3hoops.com All-West Region third team last season after averaging 17.1 points and 9.3 rebounds per game. University of St. Thomas sophomore center Isaac Rosefelt (St. Paul, Minn./St. Thomas Acad.) had his seventh and eighth double-doubles of the season, averaged 14.0 ppg and 15.3 rpg, and shot 67% (18-of-27) from the field to help the first-place Tommies win three road games in a 3-0 week.
