Eckhoff had 36 points and was 9-of-11 from 3-point range. He was hitting shots from Snelling Avenue and Summit Avenue. Bryan Schnettler stepped up to the plate for the Tommies. The reserve guard hit on 5-of-8 3-point attempts and finished with a career-high 23 points.


LAST YEAR: Last year Concordia beat St. Thomas three times. The Cobbers swept the regular season series and then ousted the Tommies in the playoffs 74-61 in a game played in Memorial Auditorium. In the playoff game, Concordia outscored St. Thomas 17-6  in the final 5:49 of the game to claim the 13-point win. Concordia won the first game in the series 55-51in Moorhead and then claimed a 64-61 victory in Schoenecker Arena. 


SERIES HISTORY: Before Concordia swept the series last year, St. Thomas had won four straight and nine of the past ten. The lone Cobber win in that streak came in the playoffs in 2001. In that season, Concordia was the #6 seed and upset #3 St. Thomas 86-79.

Concordia will be making its second consecutive appearance in the conference tournament and third in the past five seasons. The Cobbers are 2-2 in the previous two trips into the postseason, and dating back to the inception of the MIAC tournament back in 1984-85 they hold a 4-4 mark in conference postseason play.  �BUT WHERE WILL WE BE PLAYING


That’s a good question, grasshopper. Several scenarios could be played out over the final week of the regular season that could put Concordia as high as fourth place or as low as sixth place. In order to host a home playoff game, Concordia would have to win their final two games of the season and have Bethel go 1-1 in their final two games of the year (at home vs. Hamline, at Carleton). If the Cobbers go 1-1 and Bethel drops both games, then Concordia would also claim the fourth spot. The men’s playoffs begin on Tuesday, February 22 at 7:30pm. In the past five games, five different first-year players have all played significant minutes for the Cobbers. Eric Meichsner is the lone starter out of the kiddie quintet. Coming off the bench to add depth to the Cobbers are: E.J. Adams, Anthony Boike, Brock Citterman and Luke Linz. All five have logged at least 10 minutes in a game in the past two weeks.�QUALITY NOT QUANTITY�The Concordia men’s basketball team continues to lead the nation in field goal percentage and 3-point field goal percentage. The Cobbers are currently shooting 52.8% from the floor and 44.5% from behind the arc in games played before February 6. Concordia has only shot under 45% from the floor five times this season. Rosefelt, a transfer from Bowling Green, is currently ninth in the nation in rebounds per game (11.6 rpg). Against Bethel on January 12, Rosefelt gobbled up 23 rebounds. That is believed to be the most rebounds in a single game in the past 20 years in the conference. He has led the Tommies in rebounding in 16 of their 23 games.

Duane Siverson has been the


Running Cobber men's 


basketball head coach since 


1991. He has a 313-211 career 


coaching record, which makes 


him the all-time winningest 


basketball coach in school history.  





In his 13 years as the Cobber men's head coach he has already put together three of the four winningest seasons in Cobber history. His 1994-95 team went 18-7 (matching the second best win total in school history). 





Last year, the 2003-04 squad made the conference playoffs for the second time in the last four years. The team finished the year with an 18-8 overall mark and a 14-6 record in conference play. Both win totals were in the top five in school history. As a team, Concordia finished the '03-'04 campaign by being ranked in the top ten in Division III in field goal percentage, free throw percentage and 3-point field goal percentage - a first in Cobber men's basketball history.  





He served as an assistant coach for the Running Cobbers from 1978-1984, during which time the Cobbers captured two MIAC titles. In 1984 Siverson took over as head coach of the Cobber women's program and guided them to four MIAC titles, the 1988 NCAA Division III National Championship and seven NCAA tournament appearances. He was NCAA Division III National Coach of the Year in 1988. He became head coach of the Running Cobber program in 1991.  





Siverson was raised in Casselton, ND, and later moved to Spokane, WA, where he graduated from high school. He received his B.A. degree from Yankton College in 1978 and earned honors for both academic and athletic achievements.  





He and his wife Bonnie, and their two sons, Tyler and Jordan, live in south Moorhead.

Concordia  69  at Bethel  85 - Game Recap





ST. PAUL-- Heading into Saturday's game at Bethel, Concordia had only won once in their past four games on the road and were 4-8 in games played away from Memorial Auditorium. That trend continued as the Royals used a hot shooting hand from the outside to pull away from the Cobbers at the end of the first and win 85-69. 





The loss put a damper on Concordia's hopes to host a first-round conference playoff game. The Cobbers were tied with Bethel entering the game and now falls a full game behind the Royals for fourth place in the MIAC with only two games left to play in the regular season.  





The critical stretch of the game came in the final six minutes of the first half and the first seven minutes of the second half. Bethel outscored Concordia 36-7 during that stretch, and turned a nip-and-tuck game at 24-21 into a route at 60-28.  





Keith Eckhoff and Brock Citterman were the only two Concordia players who scored over eight points in the game. Eckhoff totaled a team-high 17 points and the ever-improving Citterman knocked down 12 points. For Citterman it was his second consecutive game that he scored in double figures. Luke Linz added a game-high seven rebounds to go along with eight points.





Travis Jones pulled a Soren Nelson against the Cobbers. On Wednesday, Nelson needed 12 points to go over the 1,000-point barrier. He shattered that mark in the first half by scoring 23 points and finished with a game-high 33 points. Jones entered the game against the Cobbers needing 18 points to surpass the 1,000-point milestone. He scored 19 in the first half on his way to a game-high 25 points. Jones went 5-of-7 from behind the arc and missed only two shots the entire game. He was 9-of-11 from the field and 2-of-2 from the free throw line. Since 


the 1904-05 season -- the first


 year St. Thomas records 


were kept -- the Tommies have 


won a total of 1,348 basketball games. As a player (1967-71), assistant coach (1971-80) and head coach (1980-present), Steve Fritz has been associated with 659 of those victories. In those 37 seasons, St. Thomas is 659-336 (.668) with 14 MIAC titles and 21 top-three conference finishes. In all, Fritz has been a part of 996 consecutive Tommie games as a player or coach.





After his graduation in 1971, Fritz joined then-coach Feely’s staff as an assistant. He continued in that capacity until 1980, when he was named to replace the retiring Feely as head coach. He has also served in several administrative positions at St. Thomas, including assistant to the President, director of financial aid, and director of admissions.





In the spring of 1992 Fritz was named director of athletics, a position that opened with the retirement of long-time athletic director Frank Mach. He’s now starting his 11th year in that role.

February 14 – Dan Forkrud - Carleton


Carleton College junior forward Dan Forkrud (Rosemount, Minn.) averaged 23.5 points, 6.5 rebounds, 3.5 assists, 2.5 steals and 1.0 blocks per game as Carleton won twice to assure itself of a MIAC Playoff home game for only the fourth time in school history. 





He opened the week by posting 21 points, seven rebounds, three assists, two blocks and two steals in a 74-72 win at Macalester. Forkrud was 8-for-13 from the field and tallied five of Carleton's final seven points, including a huge three-pointer with under five minutes left, and broke up the Scots' final play with 0.4 seconds left, intercepting the inbounds pass. 





In Saturday's 86-73 win at St. Olaf, Forkrud tallied 26 points, six rebounds, four assists and three steals, going 11-of-19 from the field. The junior has scored 20 or more points in four of Carleton's last five games and led the Knights to a 7-1 mark in the MIAC's second half. 





They can claim the third seed in the MIAC Playoffs with one more victory.
