She scored 15 points had five assists, and made six steals.      


SERIES HISTORY: Concordia has a two-game winning streak over the Pipers heading into the 2004-05 season. Hamline ended a 34-game drought when they beat Concordia 79-75 at the end of the 2002-03 season. That extended win streak for the Cobbers started during the 1985-86 season…Concordia has never lost to the Pipers in Memorial Auditorium. Concordia owns a perfect 23-0 mark over Hamline in “The Barn”…three of the past four games in the series have been decided by five or fewer points.

Concordia is coming off one of their most improbable comebacks in recent history. Concordia was down to St. Thomas by seven points with just 33 seconds to play. That is when the Cobbers went on an 8-1 run and sent the game into overtime. The Cobbers then went on to outscore the Tommies 10-4 at the start of overtime and claimed a 78-74 victory. The seven-point advantage at the end of regulation was keyed by a pair of 3-pointers from Mandy Pearson and Jamie Visness.   


FOUR + FIVE = NINE?


The Concordia women’s basketball team has won four straight games, and will now enter a stretch where they have five consecutive home games. The Cobbers will be at home for the rest of the month of January. It is the longest homestand since the 2002-03 season when they had a six-game string of home games.   


GUARD GODDESSES


The Concordia backcourt of Mandy Pearson and Annie Keeley is among the national leaders in two different categories. Concordia senior Jamie Visness is up to her old tricks again. The shooting star set an NCAA All-Division record for most consecutive free throws (69) in her sophomore season. She currently has run off a string of 20 straight free throws this season. She would lead the MIAC in free throw percentage but does not qualify because a player needs to have made at least two free throws for every game the team has played. Right now she has made all 20 free throws but would need to have made 24 to qualify. For her career, she is shooting 92.3% from the free throw line.


FREE THROWS, SCHMEE THROWS


Just to prove the Gameday staff wrong, Tori Ehlert went out and sank all four of her free throws against St. Thomas. All kidding aside, Ehlert is a huge reason why the Cobbers have won four straight. She has scored at least 10 points in the past three games – giving the Cobbers a legitimate scoring threat inside.

HIGH OCTANE OFFENSE PART DEAUX


On Saturday, Bethel visited Memorial Auditorium and had the moniker as the top scoring team in the league. The Cobbers did a great job of shutting down the Royals’ main offensive weapons, held the Royals under their season scoring average offensive threats and came away with a 68-62 victory. Today the Cobbers will face more of the same as Hamline has displaced Bethel as the league's top offensive unit. The Pipers are averaging 78.0 points per game and have scored at least 70 points in five of their past six games.  


THREE-POINT THRASHERS


Like Bethel, Hamline does most of their damage from long range. The Pipers are currently ranked second in the MIAC in 3-point field goal percentage (37.9%). They have attempted the second most 3-point shots as well. They have hoisted up at least 20 long-range shots in four of the past five games. The line of demarcation for Hamline seems to be at eight 3-point baskets. When the Pipers have drained eight long-range shots in a game, they are 4-3. When they are held to under eight, they fall off to 1-4.       


THREE-HEADED MONSTER


Hamline has three players in the top ten in the league in scoring. Kelly Lines, Laurisa Ewert and Carolyn Korchik all average over 14 points per game. Lines (15.9 ppg) and Korchik (14.5) are the outside threats on the team, while Ewert (15.9) does most of her damage from inside the paint. Ewert also leads the team in rebounding.    


WE’LL BE BACK


Hamline is one of the youngest teams in the conference. The Pipers have 12 players on their roster and nine are either freshmen or sophomores. The team has only three juniors and not a single senior listed on the roster (an SID's dream for senior recognition night!).


SWEET CAROLINE- ER CAROLYN


Korchik became Hamline’s seventh all-time leading scorer with her 15-point performance against St. Benedict on Saturday.  After Monday’s game, Korchik has 882 points in 62 career games.

Rahman, formerly Jessica Beachy, was a four-time All-American standout at Concordia and helped the Cobbers win the national championship in the 1987-88 season. She is the school's all-time leading scorer and was inducted into the Concordia Athletic Hall of Fame in 1998.  





After graduating magna cum laude from Concordia in 1988, Rahman earned an M.A. degree in education from North Dakota State University in 1998.  





In her four years at Concordia, she helped the Cobbers win 96 of the 118 games in which she played. In 1997-88 the Lady Cobbers went 29-2, captured their third-consecutive MIAC title, and won the NCAA Championship in Concordia's Memorial Auditorium. She was again named All-MIAC and a first team All-American. She was also honored with the NCAA Division III Player of the Year in 1988. To go along with her Player of the Year award, she was given the Honda Award as the NCAA Division III Female Athlete of the Year and earned one of the prestigious NCAA Postgraduate Scholarships. 





Rahman ended her Concordia career with 2,101 points - 17.8 points per game. She still holds the MIAC record for career points with 1,491 - 17.8 points per game.

COBBER LAST GAME RECAP - Concordia 78 at St. Thomas 74 OT 


ST. PAUL-- With 33 seconds left in regulation, things looked extremely bleak for the Cobbers. They trailed 67-60 to St. Thomas, and were in jeopardy of losing touch with the lead pack in the MIAC at the halfway point of the conference schedule. 


 


The Cobbers proceeded to outscore the Tommies 8-1 in those final 33 seconds, and carried that late-game momentum into overtime as they away with an improbable 78-74 over St. Thomas in St. Paul. The final 33 seconds of regulation might very well jump-start the Cobbers' bid to break into the top three in the MIAC in the second half of the season. 





Mandy Pearson, who made five of the eight points at the end of regulation, finished with a game-high 25 points and showed why she was named the league's MVP last season. She willed the Cobbers to victory in the final minutes of regulation and helped the team overcome a 14-point deficit with 12:35 left in the second half. To go along with her 25 points, she also added three rebounds and three assists.  





Jamie Visness made the other clutch 3-point shot at the end of regulation. The senior shooting guard has found her rhythm from the outside in the past several games and came away with 17 points - nine from beyond the arc. She also iced the game for the Cobbers in overtime by hitting on four crucial free throws. Visness also collected a team-high eight rebounds.





Tori Ehlert was the third member of the Cobber starting five to score in double figures. She contributed 10 points and six rebounds. More impressively, after entering the game shooting 21.4% from the free throw line, she was a perfect 4-of-4 from the foul line.  





As a team, Concordia was ice-cold in the first half, shooting a mere 26.7% (8-of-30). They gradually warmed things up in the final two periods of play. The Cobbers shot 43.2% (16-of-37) in the second half and 60% (3-of-5) in the overtime period. The Tommies were on the complete opposite side of the fence in field goal percentage. After shooting a solid 56.0% (14-of-25) in the first half, they steadily declined by shooting 34.8% (8-of-23) in the second half and 18.2% (2-of-11) in the extra session.





The biggest statistical difference in the game came in second chance points. The Cobbers were able to convert 19 offensive rebounds into 18 points, as compared to eight points from St. Thomas off of their 10 offensive rebounds.
