Concordia is currently riding the wave of a five-game win streak. The Cobbers have won their last five games by an average of 16 points. They are coming off their most lopsided defeat of the season as they pummeled the Pipers by 27 points. One of the biggest keys for the Cobbers during that stretch is the playing time that head coach Jessica Rahman has been able to give to all the members of the team. On Wednesday, 12 different players scored at least two points, and in the past five games all 13 players have logged minutes in three games. In Monday’s overtime thriller over St. Thomas, 11 players saw time. That fact might explain why the Cobbers were the fresher team at the end of the game and into overtime.

The next four home games will hold the secret to the Cobbers’ season. After today, Concordia will host Gustavus, St. Olaf and St. Mary’s before the end of next week. She is currently second in the nation in assists, and leads the team in scoring. At the halfway mark of the conference season she leads the conference in assists (7.1 avg. in MIAC games) and is tied for third in scoring (16.1 ppg). She is also leading the league in steals (3.1) and third in free throw percentage (82.1%). All those numbers are the same, or better, than the stats she posted last season when she won the MIAC MVP honor. To make matters worse for the rest of the MIAC, she has played her basketball in the most important games of the season. Take last year for example, against the Blazers who won the MIAC regular season title, she averaged 26 points, 6.3 assists, shot 62.5% from the floor and 66.7% from 3-point range. Rahman, formerly Jessica Beachy, was a four-time All-American standout at Concordia and helped the Cobbers win the national championship in the 1987-88 season. She is the school's all-time leading scorer and was inducted into the Concordia Athletic Hall of Fame in 1998.  





After graduating magna cum laude from Concordia in 1988, Rahman earned an M.A. degree in education from North Dakota State University in 1998.  





In her four years at Concordia, she helped the Cobbers win 96 of the 118 games in which she played. In 1997-88 the Lady Cobbers went 29-2, captured their third-consecutive MIAC title, and won the NCAA Championship in Concordia's Memorial Auditorium. She was again named All-MIAC and a first team All-American. She was also honored with the NCAA Division III Player of the Year in 1988. To go along with her Player of the Year award, she was given the Honda Award as the NCAA Division III Female Athlete of the Year and earned one of the prestigious NCAA Postgraduate Scholarships. 





Rahman ended her Concordia career with 2,101 points - 17.8 points per game. She still holds the MIAC record for career points with 1,491 - 17.8 points per game.

Concordia  80  vs.  Hamline  53 - Game Recap


MOORHEAD-- If it was a boxing match it would have been stopped after the first round. Concordia started the game with an 11-2 TKO run over Hamline and punched out the Pipers by a final score of 80-53. The Cobbers led 27-9 at one point in the first half and by as many as 25 in the second half as they won for the fifth straight time. 





Three different Concordia players figured in double-digits in points for Concordia, and 12 different Cobbers tallied at least two points. Annie Keeley sank 2-of-3 long-range shots and finished the game with a game-high 14 points. Mandy Pearson was one assist away from her first double-double of the season. She finished with 12 points and nine assists. Leanne White came off the bench to score a career-high 11 points to go along with four rebounds. 





Not a single Hamline player was able to crack the 10-point barrier. Kelly Lines led the team with nine points, while Allison Bratsch also had nine points and added a team-high, five rebounds.  





Hamline mounted a run at Concordia in the second half but the Cobbers were able to absorb the Piper punches before landing a few late blows to keep Hamline from making a serious charge. After Concordia pushed the lead to 25 at 48-23, Hamline went on a 11-0 run midway through the period to pull to within 13 at 55-42. Karie Visness proceeded to hit a 3-point shot on the Cobbers' next possession and Hamline never threatened after that point.





The Cobbers landed punishing blows from the opening tap as they scored the first six points and 11 of the first 13. Concordia extended the lead to 27-9 by going on an a 6-0 run with 7:26 left to play in the opening half. The Cobbers then grabbed a 20-point lead at the break, leading 43-23. 





Concordia shot 48.5% (32-of-66) from the field, while the Pipers were held to only 35.8% (19-of-53) from the floor. The real story of the game was told in the rebounding and turnover categories. The Cobbers outrebounded the Pipers 41-26, including 16-6 on the offensive glass. Concordia also caused Hamline to turn the ball over 23 times, as compared to only 17 for the Cobbers.

Junior Anna Heikenen scored 17 points, sophomore Jen Dalhed added nine and the College of St. Benedict basketball team got points from 10 players in all on the way to a 67-50 MIAC victory over Gustavus Wednesday night at Gus Young Court. 


It marked the Blazers' first win in St. Peter since 2001 and it also snapped the Gusties' 25-game home winning streak. 


"We're all pretty excited," said Dalhed, whose team, ranked No. 18 in the nation in NCAA Division III, improved to 9-1 in MIAC play and 11-1 overall. "We talked as a team before the game. We knew that we had to come out with a lot of intensity and play as a team for a full 40 minutes. That's what we did."


St. Benedict was 15-for-25 (60 percent) from the field in the first half on the way to building a 38-22 halftime lead. The Gusties (7-3, 9-4), meanwhile, were just 7-for-30 (23.3 percent) from the field in the first 20 minutes. 


Senior post Kim Johnson scored eight points, meaning she now needs just eight more to reach 1,000 in her career. She also had 10 rebounds. 


"Our defense, our transition game and our bench, those were the three biggest factors tonight," Blazers coach Mike Durbin said. "Anna got us off to a great start, then things compounded on themselves. When we did something good defensively, it led to something good on the offensive end. We didn't let our foot off the throttle the whole night."
