Mandy Pearson continues her quest to earn back-to-back conference MVP honors. She currently leads the MIAC in assists per game (7.27) and is third in the league in scoring (17.3 ppg). She also leads the league in steals (3.40 spg) and is fifth in free throw percentage (81.8%). All those numbers are the same, or better, than the stats she posted last season when she won the MIAC MVP honor. If she earns the award for the second straight year, she would be the first player to accomplish the feat since 2002 when Missy Pederson of St. Thomas won back-to-back MVP crowns.


        





THE INSIDE SCOOP


AUGSBURG (3-14 MIAC/3-17)�SUCCESS STREP THROAT


This is a highly contagious ailment and can strike without warning. After losing its first 13 games to start the season, Augsburg has won three of its last seven games, all at home. The Auggies are coming off a 70-62 victory over Hamline on Monday night. In that game, Augsburg had an 11-point halftime lead and pushed the lead to as many as 16 points in the second half. �DOUBLE-DOUBLE DIPTHERIA


Two Augsburg players had stellar games against the Pipers on Monday. Rosinta Stromquist scored 20 points and grabbed 12 rebounds, and teammate Katie Kelsey knocked in 18 points and corralled 14 rebounds. For Stromquist it was her third straight double-double. She currently ranks fourth in blocked shots in the MIAC (1.12 bpg) and seventh in offensive rebounds (2.41 orpg). It was Kelsey’s first double-double of the year. 


SOARNESS OF THE SCORING GLAND 


One of the symptoms that Augsburg has been suffering from all season long is lack of offensive output. The Auggies currently rank last in the MIAC in points per game. Augsburg is averaging 59.2 points per game in their 17 conference games. They have only scored more than 60 points in seven of their 20 games this season. They have also been held to under 55 points on eight different occasions. The diagnosis does not get any better as individuals. They currently 


do not have a single individual player averaging in double figures on the season.  �CHERRY-FLAVORED MEDICINE�A cure might be on the horizon for the Auggies. In their win against Hamline, they scored 70 points and had three players score in double figures. The 70 points represents the second highest point production of the year for Augsburg. The team was led by junior guard Rachel Cherry who had a game-high 21 points. After graduating magna cum laude from Concordia in 1988, Rahman earned an M.A. degree in education from North Dakota State University in 1998.  





In her four years at Concordia, she helped the Cobbers win 96 of the 118 games in which she played. In 1997-88 the Lady Cobbers went 29-2, captured their third-consecutive MIAC title, and won the NCAA Championship in Concordia's Memorial Auditorium. She was again named All-MIAC and a first team All-American. She was also honored with the NCAA Division III Player of the Year in 1988. To go along with her Player of the Year award, she was given the Honda Award as the NCAA Division III Female Athlete of the Year and earned one of the prestigious NCAA Postgraduate Scholarships. 





Rahman ended her Concordia career with 2,101 points - 17.8 points per game. She still holds the MIAC record for career points with 1,491 - 17.8 points per game.

Concordia  85  vs  St. Kate’s  77- Game Recap





ST. PAUL-- Concordia withstood a late offensive surge from St. Kate's and hung on to claim an 85-77 victory over the Wildcats. The win pushes the Cobbers' current winning streak to 11 games, which is the longest in program history since the 1989-90 Cobber team won 13 in a row on their way to losing in the quarterfinals of the NCAA tournament. The 11 straight wins is currently the tenth longest streak in NCAA Division III.  





Four of the five Concordia starters scored in double-digits. Mandy Pearson once again led the way for the Cobbers. She finished with a team-high 20 points and dished out six assists. She went 7-of-16 from the floor and hauled in four rebounds. For the second straight game, Annie Keeley, Pearson's backcourt teammate, was in the top two on the team in scoring. After scoring 14 points against Carleton on Saturday, she finished with 17 points and made 8-of-14 from the field.  





Melanie Hageman went 6-of-7 from the field and had 14 points. She also grabbed six rebounds. Jamie Visness was the final member of the starting quartet in double figures. She scored 11 points and collected four rebounds. Karie Visness had the most impressive statistical night for the Cobbers. The junior guard scored eight points, collected a game-high seven rebounds, made two steals and went 6-of-6 from the free throw line





For the game, Concordia shot 54.1% (33-of-61) from the floor and 92.9% (13-of-14) from the free throw line. The Wildcats shot 48.6% (17-of-35) in the second half, and finished the game by shooting 42.9% (27-of-63). Each team turned the ball over 17 times and St. Kate's held a 33-32 edge in rebounds.
