The Cobbers shot 42.9% from 3-point range to ice the win.

Of the top five teams in the conference, the Cobbers are the only team with a win-streak longer than one game. While the playoff contenders limp into postseason play, Concordia is on a dead sprint looking to blow by the competition and land in the NCAA tournament for the first time since the 1995-96 season. �WHOA YES THEY CALL THEM THE STREAK�With all due respect to Ray Stevens’ 1974 hit by the same name, Concordia is much hotter than the chart-buster. The Cobbers have won 13 straight games, a streak that dates back to Jan. 8. That is the eighth longest active streak in DIII and is tied for the sixth longest winning streak in school history. The longest string is 25 games. That was fashioned for 24 games in the 1981-82 season and one game in the 1982-83 campaign.

Rahman, formerly Jessica Beachy, was a four-time All-American standout at Concordia and helped the Cobbers win the national championship in the 1987-88 season. She is the school's all-time leading scorer and was inducted into the Concordia Athletic Hall of Fame in 1998.  





After graduating magna cum laude from Concordia in 1988, Rahman earned an M.A. degree in education from North Dakota State University in 1998.  





In her four years at Concordia, she helped the Cobbers win 96 of the 118 games in which she played. In 1997-88 the Lady Cobbers went 29-2, captured their third-consecutive MIAC title, and won the NCAA Championship in Concordia's Memorial Auditorium. She was again named All-MIAC and a first team All-American. She was also honored with the NCAA Division III Player of the Year in 1988. To go along with her Player of the Year award, she was given the Honda Award as the NCAA Division III Female Athlete of the Year and earned one of the prestigious NCAA Postgraduate Scholarships. 





Rahman ended her Concordia career with 2,101 points - 17.8 points per game. She still holds the MIAC record for career points with 1,491 - 17.8 points per game.

Concordia  83  vs  Bethel  64- Game Recap


ST. PAUL-- Tori Ehlert loves playing against Bethel. Concordia's junior post player has posted two of her top three point totals as a collegiate player against the Royals. On Saturday, she turned, twisted and battled her way to a career-high 18 points and a game-high nine rebounds. Her presence on the floor sparked the Cobbers to their 13th straight win as they pounded Bethel 83-64. 





The 13-game winning streak is the longest stretch of consecutive victories since the 1989-90 season when they also won 13 straight games. The longest winning streak for a Cobber women's team is 25 games. That remarkable feat was accomplished at the end of the 1981-82 season and at the beginning of the 1982-83 campaign. The victory also moves Concordia one step closer to securing a first-round bye in the conference tournament and the chance to host one of the two semifinal games. If the Cobbers win one of their last two games, they will finish no worse than second place and claim the free pass into a home game in the semifinals. 





Jamie Visness went 3-of-6 from behind the arc and finished with 14 points. Annie Keeley was perfect from behind the arc and at the free throw line and finished with 12 points. She was 2-of-2 from long-range and 4-of-4 from the free throw line. Keeley has now posted point totals in double figures in the last four games and six of the past eight.  





Mandy Pearson continues her march to a second conference MVP title. She scored 16 points and added 10 assists while only turning the ball over twice. It is her second double-double in the past five games. Pearson also hauled in five rebounds. 





Concordia blistered the twine in the first half. The Cobbers shot 57.1% (16-of-28) from the field on their way to a 41-36 lead at the break. They finished the game by shooting 53.4% (31-of-58). Bethel couldn't match their 44.4% (12-of-27) shooting from the field in the first half and ended the game by shooting 39.7% (23-of-58).
