The game turned out to be a Pearson highlight reel as she scored a career-high 31 points and added eight assists.   


PLAYOFF HISTORY: These two teams have met the past two seasons in the MIAC playoffs with each team owning a win. The Blazers won 74-57 in the first round in 2002-03. Last year, the Cobbers beat St. Ben’s 73-70 in the semifinals. Overall, St. Ben’s holds a 4-2 record over the Cobbers in the playoffs. However, Concordia is 1-0 vs. the Blazers at home.     


SERIES HISTORY: Before the Cobbers won last season, St. Ben’s had run off a streak of six straight wins. That stretch was part of a string where the Blazers won 13 of 15 games. The Cobbers won 11 of the first 14 meetings between the schools.

#2 CONCORDIA (17-3 MIAC/19-4)�THE BALL IS TIPPED!


It’s “One Shining Moment” time. From now on, winners get the chance to play another game while losers end their season and get ready for spring break. Concordia enters the second season on the seventh best roll in the country. The Cobbers have won 15 straight, and enter the MIAC tournament with their best seed in the four-season history of the conference playoffs. The 15 straight wins for Concordia is the fifth longest streak in school history. The record for most consecutive wins is 25. That mark was set at the end of the 1981-82 season and the first game of the 1982-83 campaign. �SHE’S BAAAAAAAAACK�Quick, name three people and their current arch nemes! How about Major League Baseball and Jose Canseco, then there is Martha Stewart and ImClone stocks and finally what about the NHL and the Player’s Union. Here’s a fourth for that list; St. Ben’s basketball and Mandy Pearson. In the past two seasons against the Blazers, Pearson has averaged 26.6 points, 6.5 assists, 6.4 rebounds and has scored over 20 points in all five games. The Blazers shouldn’t feel like Pearson is picking solely on them. She has posted unbelievable numbers against all 11 conference teams. She currently is fifth on the all-time school scoring list (1,321 points) and third in assists (632). She finished the regular season by placing third in the conference in scoring, first in assists and third in free throw percentage. �NOT FOR THE LACK OF TRYING�Jamie Visness is currently shooting 85.0% (34-of-40) from the free throw line this season. That mark would lead the MIAC but she does not have enough made free throws to qualify in the category. To qualify, a player must have two made free throws for every game the team has played. She would have needed to make 46 free throws to be eligible. That theme will also disqualify her for career free throw percentage as far as the NCAA record is concerned. Players qualifying for the national record need to have made at least 250 free throws in their career. The current record holder finished her career with an 85.3% rate from the foul line. Currently, Visness has a career mark of 89.6% but has only made 146 foul shots.

You’ll have to excuse theses two teams if they didn’t do too much advance scouting for tonight’s game. In 1997-88 the Lady Cobbers went 29-2, captured their third-consecutive MIAC title, and won the NCAA Championship in Concordia's Memorial Auditorium. She was again named All-MIAC and a first team All-American. She was also honored with the NCAA Division III Player of the Year in 1988. To go along with her Player of the Year award, she was given the Honda Award as the NCAA Division III Female Athlete of the Year and earned one of the prestigious NCAA Postgraduate Scholarships. 





Rahman ended her Concordia career with 2,101 points - 17.8 points per game. She still holds the MIAC record for career points with 1,491 - 17.8 points per game.

Concordia  93  vs.  Hamline  62 - Game Recap


ST. PAUL-- If there was any question whether Concordia would carry momentum into the conference tournament, the Cobbers quickly posted a thundering answer as they pounded Hamline for 93 points en route to a 93-62 victory. 





The game was decided early when Concordia scored 17 of the first 19 points in the game. Hamline was able to slowly whittle away at the lead and briefly got to within nine points. The Pipers trailed 25-16 with 4:50 remaining in the first half before Concordia closed out the first 20 minutes by outscoring Hamline 22-6 to take a 47-23 lead into the break.  





The second half started in the same fashion as the first, as Concordia used a run in the opening minutes to steal the energy away from Hamline and the Parents Day crowd. The Cobbers pushed the lead to 30 points after they outscored the Pipers 14-8 in the first five minutes of the final period. 





The biggest factor in the game was shooting percentage from the field. Concordia shot 62.1% (18-of-29) from the floor in the first half, 60.0% (15-of-25) in the second half and finished the game by shooting 61.1% (33-of-54). On the other side, the Cobber defense limited Hamline to 26.7% (8-of-30) in the first half and 30.4% (21-of-69) for the game.  





Mandy Pearson capped her regular season by posting her third double-double in the past seven games. She scored a team-high 20 points and dished out 12 assists.
